Extension – Housing in Hull

Introduction


Give information about the total population, land use and how the area has changed 


Give some views about what people might want 


The information can be presented as short descriptions, tables or graphs 
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Introduction


Give information about the total population, including age etc. 


Give information about the general features of the area including its physical features and land use.


Draw up a questionnaire that could be used to ask people what they want. This should have no more than ten questions 


Include some information about the physical and human geography of the surrounding area.
